(c) Translate the following from English into the “pets” language:
1. Claire didn’t give all of her pets to Max at 1:00.


((x[(Pet(x) ( Owned(claire, x, 1:00)) ( (y Gave(claire, x, y, 1:00)]

2. Max has never given a pet to Claire.


((x(t[Pet(x) ( Gave(max, x, claire, t)]

3. No one fed a student’s pet before 3:00.


((x(y(z(t[Student(y) ( Pet(z) ( Owned(y, z, t) ( Fed(x, z, t) ( t < 3:00]

or
(y(z(t[(Student(y) ( Pet(z) ( Owned(y, z, t) ( t < 3:00) ( ((x Fed(x, z, t)]

4. There’s a person who has owned every pet [but not necessarily all at the same time].


(x[Person(x) ( (y(Pet(y) ( (t Owned(x, y, t))]

5. Everyone who has owned a pet has fed it.


(x(y[(Pet(y) ( (t Owned(x, y, t)) ( (t* Fed(x, y, t*)]
6. Pets are angry when they’re hungry.


(x(t[(Pet(x) ( Hungry(x, t)) ( Angry(x, t)]

7. Scruffy was hungry before any other pet.


(t[Hungry(scruffy, t) ( (x(t*((Pet(x) ( Hungry(x, t*)) ( t < t*)]
